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Meditations for  

Sunday, May 13 

John 15:9-17 

  I have told you this so that my joy 

may be in you and your joy may be 

complete. (John 15:11) 

  It was one o’clock in the morning 

when the couple received news that 

their two sons would be returning 

home from the war in two months’ 

time. They were so excited that they 

stayed awake all the rest of the 

night reminiscing about their boys 

and making plans for their eventual 

reunion. They knew their sons were 

still in harm’s way, but there was no 

room for doubt and worry that 

night. Their joy sprang from their 

hope. 

  As believers, we too are invited to 

rejoice in something that hasn’t 

fully come to pass.  Jesus has risen 

victorious from death. He has tri-

umphed in the battle against sin and 

given us a share in his victory. But 

at the same time, his full victory has 

yet to be revealed, and we find our-

selves living in hope. We still face 

battles against sin and temptation. 

We still face situations that threaten 

our peace or rob us of joy. In short, 

we are still waiting for the Second 

Coming, when our joy will be com-

plete. 

  Just as the soldiers’ parents found 

joy by living in hope, so too can we. 

It’s what we do, in fact, every time 

we celebrate Mass. Gathered as one 

people, we hear Jesus speak his 

words to us - words of life that tell 

us of the promise of heaven and the 

salvation that he won for us. Then, 

offering him our gifts, we fix our

  Last week I shared a question of reflection with you about the spiritual services 

which our parish, and the Church in general, offers to all Catholic Christians.  I 

asked, “How could our children be given a good background in the faith, 

and about Jesus, without their parents’ guidance?  And where do parents 

ultimately receive their foundation for that guidance?  It was, and is, be-

cause of the dedication of countless priest, sisters, and wonderful lay 

teachers and volunteers who helped to spread that faith.  Without the sup-

port of the Church, the task would be extremely difficult.   

  Precisely, that is the role of the Church in our society - to evangelize, to teach 

the truths of the Faith, to welcome back into the Body those who have been 

hurt or neglected, and to celebrate the mysteries of Jesus’ presence in the 

Eucharist, the Mass. 

  When you consider and look back at your own faith history, several questions 

can come to mind.  Who baptized you?  Who offered you your first com-

munion?  With whom was your marriage solemnized, and given the bless-

ing of Jesus and the Church community? Whom did you call when your 

loved one was ill, in the hospital, and in need of the consolation of the 

Sacrament of reconciliation and anointing of the sick?  Who was there to 

share the consolation of the Jesus and the Church’s prayers at the burial 

of your loved one?   

  It was the Church that saw to it that a priest, or deacon, or religious, or 

Stephen Minister, or lay volunteer was at your disposal.  This is called evange-

lization and service.  Without the support, the guidance and leadership of 

the Church, the mission of evangelization would be almost impossible.  

This is why Jesus founded the Church.  He desired people to be led to Him in 

many and varied ways.   

  We are beneficiaries of this mission.  And it is for us to be grateful for all 

of this.   We can show our gratitude by supporting the work of the Church.
